Guidelines for a 319 Project

Background:

EPA and Kentucky guidelines prohibit Section 319(h) Nonpoint Source grants from being used to help with permit compliance. For this reason, it is important for all trainers involved with this project to be aware of what you can and can’t do as it relates to this project and what is eligible to report as grant-matched time. 

Guidelines:

· You cannot do anything that will allow the permittee to claim compliance with their permit requirements, as a result of your grant-related activities.

· Any activities outside the scope of the previous guideline would not be considered eligible for grant funding or as match under this project.

Discussion:

Repeated presentations to audiences that would be considered a target audience for the permittee, and that would allow the permittee to claim completion of their education permit requirement, would not be allowed. However, if the community requests copies of the materials and then uses them for their own purposes, it would be allowed.

Invitations to speak at other settings within a Phase II stormwater-permitted city are allowed, but not if arranged by, or claimed by, the MS4-permitted community.
